What the “One Big Beautiful Bill Act” Means 
for Long-Term Care in Kansas

Kansas long-term care providers are not facing immediate cuts or closures due to this bill. Residents do not need to seek other care options or worry about losing their place in a facility.

No Direct Cuts to Kansas LTC Funding
· The bill does not reduce Medicaid funding for long-term care in Kansas.
· Existing payment structures and funding passed by the Kansas Legislature remain fully in place.

No New Staffing Mandates
· The federal staffing mandate has been paused for 10 years, allowing facilities to staff appropriately based on resident needs — without facing exorbitant new costs that could have otherwise led to closures.

Medicaid Applications Still Work the Same
· While some minor changes are coming to how and when Medicaid eligibility is verified (starting in 2027–2028), there are no immediate changes to how residents qualify for services today.
· The changes that are coming are mostly related to timely filing.

What About the Long Term?
· The bill lowers future federal tax revenues, which could eventually affect government program funding—including Medicaid.
· We are watching this closely, but nothing has been cut today, and no services are being reduced now.
